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SETTING  UP  THE  PAR  APPLICATION

1. Computer Name (anything you want).

2. Text size.

3a.  The First Tab is for the General Settings  

Within the General Settings tab you will see the

following settings to customize your PAR application:

You may name the computer anything you like.  

The suggested font (text) size is 9. The amount of text you use for your

assignments, etc will determine the best setting.  

You have the option to use abbreviations for your assignments in the event you

name your assignments using a lot of characters. This will allow the text to fit

inside the assignment button where the assignment names are long. Simply

check this box to use abbreviations.  

In the Name Display field, you choose how you would like the names of your

responders to appear in the status page. (Left side of the Home  Page).   

For the PAR Alarm you can set up to four settings. The first two settngs are for

the PAR Warning alarm where the top and bottom bar turn yellow to alert the

operator that a PAR is coming due for an assignment. First, set the time (in

minutes) that you want the system operator to be notified of the PAR Warning.

(Usually this is set 1 minute before the actual alarm time). The second setting

is to select an audible tone to sound for the alarm (if desired). Next, select the

desired settings for the PAR alarm itself. This time is usually set at 1 minute

after the PAR Warning. (An example would be to set the PAR Warning at 14

minutes and the PAR Alarm at 15 minutes).

The last setting is for the Incident Timer Notification. This will blink the Incident

Clock yellow every 10 minutes on scene (Back-up to NFPA 1500 - 8.1.12.1

requirement that dispatch notify you every 10 minutes on scene) and will show

total time on scene.

3b.     Next Tab is for the RFID  (Wireless)   Settings

3c.     Report   Settings

Within the Report Settings box you have the option of adding your department logo

as an image into the top right hand corner of the report. To do this you must have a

digital image of your logo saved on your computer (or removable drive, etc). To add

your logo, do the following:                                                  

                 1.  Put a check mark in the "Show Image" box.

                 2.  When this is done, the Click Image to Change box will appear; Select

                       it. 

                 3.  Doing this will allow you to "Browse" for your photo (logo).

                 4.  Select the proper file path to the photo.

                 5.  Select the photo, then Open.

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SETTING  UP  THE  PAR  APPLICATION

For your personnel accountability system to be effective, the operator of the system needs

to know the whereabouts (locations) of your personnel. This will require that your

personnel report their locations (and changes in location) to your personnel accountability

officer via radio. When your accountability officer wants to document that a team is on the

first floor for example, he / she can select the location by clicking on the right hand side of

the "location" for the particular responder. Doing this will result in a drop down list of the

locations you've entered and the "1st Floor" location can be selected. 

We provide you with a list of "default" locations where your responders may be assigned,

but you can add or delete locations to fit your particular jurisdiction. To do this simply

type in the next number then hit tab. Enter the name of the location. (This feature allows

you to list locations that are unique to your department. Jurisdictions with auto plants can

list "Spray Booth 1," "Spray Booth 2," and so on). As stated above, to document locations

during an incident, select the location by clicking on the right hand side of the "location"

box for the particular responder. Select the appropriate location from the drop down list.

3e.     Quick Note   Set-Up

On the Command Page (where the application opens up to) you have the ability to

add notes to document important events that occur on scene. Examples would be

natural gas shut-off, electric shut-off, search completed, etc. We provide you with

the ability to pre-enter the most common events so that you do not need to type in

these notes. Setting up the buttons ahead of time will allow you to simply click on

the button and the note will be entered for you (and time stamped). We've provided

a "default" list, but you may edit them to fit your specific events. The application will

show eight buttons but you may enter more (or delete some if you don't need eight

of them). If you enter more than eight events, the application will simply provide you

with the capability to scroll down to select the appropriate button(s). Button Text is

what will appear on the button; Note Text is what will appear in the actual note. Fill

in these fields then select Apply, then OK.

3f.     Certifications   Set-Up

In the Certifications Setting you may enter any / all Certifications that apply to your

department. These may include Local Certifications (Dive Team, Trench Rescue,

RIT, etc.), State Certifications (Firefighter, Fire Officer, Safety Officer, etc) and

Federal Certifications (EMS, NIMS, NFPA, Haz-Mat, etc). You must also list a code

for each certification (can be any code you will recognize). The list you develop here

will be the list that appears in a drop down menu as part of the Personnel set-up

process that you will perform later.   

Entering this data will provide you with a searchable database. This database can

be searched while on scene to find personnel with specific certifications (i.e.

Paramedics for EMS scenes, Haz-Mat Tech's for Haz-Mat scenes, etc)..

3g.    Metric Set-Up

While on the scene of an emergency you may have the need to search for a specific

piece of equipment that may be stored on one or more pieces of apparatus. An

example would be a Positive Pressure Vent Fan (PPV) or salvage covers. FEMA, in

their Resource Typing documents refers to these pieces of equipment as "Metrics."

Under the Metrics settings tab, you will enter all of the various pieces equipment that

is stored on your apparatus and/or on the apparatus of surrounding communities

that may provide a mutual-aid or regional response. By entering this data, it will

allow you to search for these items while on the scene of an emergency.    

In the below screen shot a search has been done to see what apparatus have

Thermal Imaging Cameras (TIC). The result shows that four apparatus have TIC's,

with all four of the apparatus (E-1, E-2, R-1 and T-1) on scene. 
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
